cash award subject to change based on funding and participation.

Work is due no later than 5PM Wednesday, August 23, 2017 and should be dropped off at the Cadillac Area
YMCA from 6am-9pm or mailed to Cadillac Area YMCA, 9845 Campus Drive, Cadillac, Ml 49601 with this
completed form.

Artwork should be unframed on a 11 X 14 canvas board or art substrate (hard backed board). One

board will be provided per artist who agree to donate a piece of art, multiple pieces accepted only one

board per artist provided. Artist have the choice to provide their own.

Any media is acceptable but the work cannot extend beyond the 11 X 14 sides or protrude more than one inch
except for sculptures which must be on an 11 X 14 base and be no more than 14 inches high or wide.

There is no limit on the number of works an artist can submit.

The artwork must be that of the registered artist, who needs not be present to win.

Artwork must be completed, dry, and free of loose media. (i.e., no flaking or rubbing off)

The Cadillac Area YMCA has the right to refuse display of any work contrary to the Y’s Mission or Values. The
donated work will become the property of the Cadillac Area YMCA and will be displayed for sale at an art event to be
hosted in September.

The artist may make arrangements for unsold art to be returned. Any unsold and unclaimed art will be
disbursed at the Cadillac Area YMCA's discretion.

The Cadillac Area YMCA has the right to use images of any work on advertising materials or publications
including on digital media.
